#319 the Professional Engineers,
Architectsand Land Surveyors
Association of Puerto Rico was
founded.

Association from the Engineer’s
and Land Surveyors.

— In August 1988 the passing of
Law #173 createsthe figur e of
Professional in Training.

—  In December 1997 the passing
of Law #185 setstherequisite of
mandatory continuous
education.

—  In December, 2003 Law 333
definesasa Felony theillegal
practice of the profession.
